PREAMBLE

Any human society, fr its own existance and progress.
solely depends on a constitution drawn up for s wn
functioning. Such constitution 1s indeed the very hifc of
cvery progressive human socicty.

THE MAKUTARAMA(SRI VINAYALANKARA)
MY ANMAR TEMPLES had bcen a haven for rchigious
missions. pilgrims and Myanmar bhikkhu students for the past
70 years.

It was founded in 1924, on friday (the 2nd waning day
of Wagaung, 1286-Myanmar Era) by the late Vencrable
Sayadaw U Vinayalankara, a celebrated Myanmar mission-
ary monk who had estabhishced five temples 1n S Lanka.

During 50 ycars of his misstonary life in Sr1 Lanka, the
Most Venerable Sayadaw U Vinayalankara had successtully
brought up many Myanmar and Sn Lanka Buddhist monks
who are now engaged 1n misstonary work locally as well as
internationally.

Much of his success was the result  of the clfective
constitution of the temples which was well-drawn up in 1925
with the all-round support of the late Venerable Sayadaw



Ashin Adiccavamsa, a well-known Myanmar Buddhist scholar.

While propagating the teachings of the Buddha abroag,
the Most Venerable Sayadaw U Vinayalankara at the same
time sct up temples 1in the mamn cities 1n Sr1 Lanka such as
Columbo, kandy and Anuradhapura to provide accommaoda-
ton for »iyanmar L. lgnms.

To honour his successful missionary hife all the
tcmples he founded were named after him as “SR1 VINAY-
ALANKARA TEMPLES" and also one of the main roads in
Colombo was named by Colombo Municiplity as "SR]
VINAYALANKARA ROAR. Thus the Venerable Sayadaw
had earned a place in the history of Sn Lank2 as a worthy son
of Myanmar and an able missionary monk.

The Most Venerable Sayadaw U Vinayalankara was
assisted 1in the management of these temples by the
Venerable Aggamahapandita U Siggava since 1941, After
ten years of proven capability as an able assistant, the Vence-
rable Aggamahapandita U Siggava took over thc manage-
ment of the (Sn Vinayalankara) temples in 1951 by a regis-
tered deed executed by the Most Venerable Sayadaw U Vina-
yalankara himself.



Under the care of the successor, the Ven. U Siggava,
all those templcs continue to be of great benefit to Buddhist
missions, pilgrims and biukkhu-students who came o Sri

Lanka for further study.

After sixty two years of continuous endeavour 1n pro-
moting religious intercoursc between Myanmar and Sri
Lanka, the Ven, Aggamahapandita U Siggava, now 86 ycars
old,due to his ola age, formed an Advisory Committee and
a Management Sangha Committee, cach of which consists
of five members to shoulder the responsibility of continuing
on with the work of mahagement of all the templés. In
doing so h¢ was helped by his.chief disciples namely; Ven.
Aggamahapandita U Panna Vamsa of Burmesc Buddhist
temple, Pcnang, Malaysta, Singapore and Los Angelces, Ven.
U sumanasagara of(Sr1 Vinayalankara) Burmese Buddhist
temple, Kandy and Ven. U Puppharama of (Sri
Vinaya Lankara) Burmesc Buddhist temple, Anuradhapura,
Sn Lanka.

At the moment of becoming a member of the Advisory
Committee, the Ven. U Pannya Vamsa, a former studentol the
Makutarama (Sri Vinayalankara) temple, who has been ac-
tively engaged in promoting and propagating Buddhism
both in Myanmar and abroad with outstanding success,



cntrusted the task of drafting a revised version of the rule
and rcgulaton to the Management Sangha Committee lor
a proper functioning of the newly formed commitices.

This revised version of the rule and regulation which
supercedes the previous one which was entitlled The Rule and
Regulation of Sri Vinayalankara temples 1s now given the new
utlc of the RULE AND REGULATION OF THY

CHAPTER ONE: TITLE AND DEFINITION

|. The tutic of this rule and rcgulauon shall be THE RUILF
AND REGULATION OF THE MAKUTARAMA (SK!
VINAYALANKARA) MYANMAR TEMPLESNS OF

SR1 1LANKA.

2. Terms uscd 1n this rule and regulation shall have the
mecanings as follows:-

(2) “VIHARADHIPATI incans the chief priestof all Myanma
Buddhist temples in Sr1 Lanka.

(b) “THE ADVISORY COMMITTEE” means the Advisory
Committce of all Myanmar temples in Sn Lanka

(C)“THE MANAGEMENT SANGHA COMMITTEE” mcans
the Managemcent Sangha Committee of all Myanmar Bud
dhist templcs in Sr1 Lanka.



CHAPTER TWO: AIMS AND OBIJECTIVES

. To maintain a unified cluster ¢ f Myanmar Buddhist
temples in Sri Lanka represenung Myanmar.

2. To perpetuate and develop all Myanmar Buddhist temples
in Sr1 Lanka.

3. To help Myanmar resident monks in their persuitof further
study.

4. To provide accommodaton for Myanmar pilgrims.

5. To encourage and foster new generatuons Buddhist
missionary monks who will propagatc Buddhism
locally and abroad.

0. To promote and streagthen religious co-ordination and
co-operation between Sri Lanka and Myanmar.

7. To publish and distribute Buddhist works and strive for

Buddhist cause 1n co-operation with other Buddhist
Community.

NOTE: Theterm ‘“‘unified’” connotes an absolute freedom

from sectarianism in respect of race,sect and party
etc.



CHAPTER THREE: THE ORGANIZATIONA]
STRUCTURE

The organizationa’ structure 1s madc up of:
. The Viharadhipati Saya law
2. The Advisory Committe
3. The Management Sangha Committee and
4. The resident bikkhus of the temples.

CHAPTER FOUR: MODE OF NOMINATION
NOMINATION OF THE ADVISORY COMMITTLL.

l. The Advisory Committee shall consist of the following:

(a) The Viharadhipati Sayadaw of Myanmar Buddhis:
temples 1n Sr1 Lanka and

(b) The Mahatheras nominated by the Viharadhipat

Sayadaw.

NOMINATION OF THE MANAGEMENT SANGHA
COMMITTEE

2. A bhikkhu who meets the following conditions shall be
appointed as a membcer of the Management Sangha Com-
mittee:

(a) Being cndowed with six leadership qualities.

(b) Being free of four kinds of wrong doings (Agati)



(c) The ability to work for the interest of the temple.

(d) The ability to peacefully solve the problems of the
tcmple that arise.

(¢) Observing Vas (rainy retreat) mostly in this tcmple and

() Being nominated by the Advisory Committec which s
presided by the Viharadhipati Sayadaw.

CHAPTER FIVE: DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

|. The Advisory Committee shall have the duty and respons -
bility of:

() Appoinung thc Managment Sangha Commitice of the
temples consisting not less than three nor more than
five members.

(b)  Reshulthng or dissolving the Management Sangha
Commitice whenever necessary.

(¢} Orving instructions to all the Sangha of the temples.

(d)  Controlhing the Management Sangha Commiuttec.

2. The Management Sangha Committee shall have the duty
and responsibility of:

(1) Admitung new resident monks and offering necessary
assistance o them,

(b)  Hclping and offering accommodation to pilgrims.

(¢c)  Acquisition and mamtaiing the possesston ol the tem-
nles and of the Sangha.

Managing Possession of the temples and of the Sangha
Maintaining, renovating and developing the tcmple,
and its property.

Promoting and strenthening religious tics between
Myanmar and Srt Lanka.

Holding a valid passport ol the Union of Myanmar.
Producing a recommendation letter from the Abbo
Sayadaw of a relevant tcmple.

Intention to continue further study.

Possession of a University entrance certificate or
certificate that s equivalent to 1t

Having never committed the {our grave offences
(parajika) and

Submiiting a written statement pledging to abide by the
rulec and regulation of the temples and the order
occassionally issued by the Management Sangha Comy-
mittee.



(a b) A bhikkhu who has fulfilled the following conditions

may become a resident monk:

l. Possessing qualifications of a candidate as mentioned in
Chapter V, A/aa

2. Possessing a letter of guarantec from a member of the
Management Sangha Committee and

3. An endorsement by all member of the Management
Sangha Commitiee.

NOTE: The Management Sangha Committe shall operate

this rule equitably having regard to the available
vacancy and the number each member is privi-

leged to recommend.

(a ¢) Assistance renderd to the resident Sangha shall be
confined to the following;

l. Accommodation and
2. Shanng the four kinds of requisite out of common
property (Sanghika).

(B) The Management Sangha Committee shall offer help
to the pilgrims in the following ways;

. providing accommodation and
2. giving ncceessary assistance.



(C) Maintaining the funds and property of the temples
and of the Sangha;

[. “The property of the temples” means buildings
belonging to the ten.ples and tunds raised for 1t

2. “The common property of the Sangha™ means the
four requisites that are offerred to the Sangha.

3. Funds shall be maintained scperately for the property
of the temples and of the Sangha.

4. Lists of other possessions of the temples also shall be

madc and kept sepcrately.

Shouid there be insuffient funds for tood, clectricity

and water supply, restdents may have to contribute

for the purpose as deemced suitable (by the Managc

ment Sangha Commuttec).

CHAPTER SIX: MISCELLANEOUS

Rules for resident monks of the temples;

He shall pursue his study carnestly.

He shall fulfill his duty as a member of commurnaty.
He shall so conduct himsclf as not to causc any annoy.
ance to the community.



(d) He shall refrain from any behavior that may damagce the
reputation of the country and the nation and the sancuty
of Buddhism.

(¢) He shall inform a miember of the Management Sanghi
Committec when an overnight journey s to be made.

(Y He shall report and obtiin permission from a member
of the Management Sangha Commitiee when his guests
arrive at the temple for an intended overnight stay.

3. Disquahficaton of a resident:

A resident bhikkhu shall cease to be a member ol the
icmples and shall have to leave if he is found guilty of any onc
ol the (ollowing offences;

(a)  Physically assai'ting other

(b) Committing a crime under the statelaw

(¢) Having becen judged that he has committed any onc ol
the grave offences

(d) The original recommendation by a member ol the
Management Sangha Committec having been wath
drawn and

(¢)  Repeated fatlure to abide by the six artcles Lud down
for restdent bhikkhus after having been warnced thrce
