ITI. Those monuments which, from their advanced stage of decay

Oor comparative unimportance, 1t 1s impossible or unnecessary to
preserve.

The Monuments in classes I and II should be further sub-divided
thus :—

I (@) and II (a)—Monuments owned and maintained by Govern-
ment.

I (6) and II (b)—Monuments owned and maintained by private
Persons.™

I (c) and II (c)—Monuments owned by private persons * but
maintained by the owners and Government jointly or by the Govern-
ment exclusively. '

* In Burma, pagodas, monasteries, zayats and cave temples are not the subject
of private ownership, and the expression ‘“ monuments owned by private persons ’’ is
not strictly accurate. For these reasons, a departure may be made from the prescribed
term, and all such monuments shown in the list may be designated as ‘ Monuments
dedicated to the Buddhist Church *’taking the word ‘‘ Church ” in its larger sense o
the body of Buddhist believers.

This building is situated two

miles to the east of Nyaung-u

and is a structure of unique
architecture. It contains one
inscription, frescoes, and six
stone figurcs representing
scenes In Buddhas life. The
first chapter of Dr. Forch-
hammer’s Report on Pagan
describes this temple. It says
‘“ Narapatisithu erected only
the upper two storeys in the
12th and Narasihapati the
lateral terraces in the 13th
centuries, but the lower seems
to have existed before Anaw-
rata (11th centure). [ believe
the Kvaukku temple to be like
the MNahamuni shrine In
Arakan, a remnant of North
Indian Buddhism, which
existed 1n Burma before the
introduction and establishment
of the Southern Buddhist school
from Cevlon and Pegu. The
Kvaukku temple is often
mentioned in Pagan history ;
it was the refuge of fugitive
priests, kings and nobles long
after the conquest of Pagan
by the Chinese and Shans.
But all mention of 1t ceases
with the death of the renowned
Monk  Arivadhamma, who
inhabited the cave ttmplt. t1ll
the vear 998 B.E. (1637
A.D.” The temple i1s built
against the precipitous  side
of a deep ravine. It was
ortginally  dedicated as the
residence of  the  celebrated
Pamsukula NMahithera by
IKing  Narapatisithu in 1188
A.D.

These structures are  situated

about halt a mile to the south-
cast of Nyaung-u. They are
subterrancan passages, which
were used as residences by
Buddhist monks in the almost
torrid climate of Pagan. They
are the Burmese counterpart
of the cave temples of India.
The Thamihwet-Onhmin  is
a cave formed by digging into
the side of a hill, and contains
frescoes and  an mage of

as a library ; and on the fifth
was constructed a pagoda
containing holv relics. The
building is thus a combination
of a stipa and tihara, and
its history is recorded on its
walls.

Built by King Alaungsithu in

1141 A.D. after the model,
it is said, of the ‘‘sleeping
chamber’ of the Buddha.
Its history is recorded on its
walls, and also in Pali, on a
stone. ‘The lithic inscription
is celebrated for the stvle and
elegance of its composition.

This pagoda was built by Nan-

daungmva NMin in 1215 A.D,,
after the model of the temple
at Bodh Gava in Bengal, and
1s the only specimen of its class
in Burma.

Built by Tavokpyvemin in 1241

A.D. and 1s noted for 1its
beautiful terracotta tiles. It
indicates the high water-mark
of Burmese religious architec-
ture, because 1t was construct-
ed a few decades before the
subversion of the  Pagan
Empire by the Mongols,

Tradition ascribes this pagoda

to the 1oth centurv N1, It
iIs a shrine of unpretontious
dimenstons of  Singhalcese
tvpe with a large bell-shaped
dome surmounted by a box
shaped  structure  gencrally
known as  dhdtu-aarbha or
relic chamber, which, i1n its
turn, 1s crowned by a stkhara.
Its  architectural  evidence
appears to show that 1t s
older  than the Sapada
pagoda, which was built in
the 12th century AD., and
which  had  hitherto  been

This
monument enables us to
push back the date of intro-
duction of this type of build-
ing into Burma at least two
centuries earlier.

Erected by Pyusawdi, the third

King of Pagan, who reigned
from 168 to 243 A.D., on a
spot where, according to
tradition, grew a gigantic Bu
or gourd creeper. Its luxuri-
ant and persistent growth
proved a serious obstacle to
the extension of the cultivation
of cereals in those days, and
its complete eradication was
ascribed to the efforts of
Pyvusawdt who subsequently
became the son-in-law and heir
of King Thamokdavit, the
founder of Pagan. To com-
memorate the event, the
pagoda was built by Pyvusawdi.
[t has been repaired and
renovated by successive kings.
It stands on the river bank at
P.gan, and 1s a conspicuous
object and landmark to navi-
gators on the Irrawaddy.

Butlt, in 1170 A.D., by King -

Narathu, who was also called

the ' Kalagvamin,” or the -

While the construction of the
pagoda was i progress, the
king was assassinated by
some Ikalas, W.10 were
probably natives of Chitta-
gong, and 1t was never come-
pleted.

One of the five pagodas built
by King Taungthugyi in the
1oth century A.D., that 1s to
say, before Pagan fell under
the influence of the Southern

School of Buddhism.

The date of this image is not
known, but from its close re-
semblance, in 1ts facial ex-
pression, to the colossal 1mage
of the Buddha on the plat-
form of the Shwezigbn pago-
da and in the Ananda T¢mple
(vide Nos. 8 and 9), 1t may
be assumed that 1t was built
in the 11th  century  A.D.
Unlike the recumbent
image of the Buddha in the
NManuha Temple ar Myin-
pagan (vide No. 29), its head
points to the south, whereas
that ot the Manuha Temple
points to the north, a portion
assumed by Gotama Buddha
when he was Iving on  his
death-bed  between two Saf
trees at INusimagara.

One of the five pagodas built by
King Taungthugvi in the 10th
century A, Its walls are
adorned with frescous.

IFirst pagoda built by King
Anawrata after his  conquest
of Thaton in the 11th century,
It 1s said that some sacred
hatrs  of  Gotama  Buddha.

state of disrepair. The vil-
lagers of Kyvaunggyt Ngavwa,
in the Pakoékku District,
where its Wuttagan lands
are situated, still make to the
pagoda offerings of their first
fruits.

Built, in 1218 A.D., by King

Nandaungmya to commemo-
rate the spot where he was
chosen to be Crown Prince out
of five brothers. The rival
claimants were ranged around
a white umbrella, which, by
means of a stratagem, was
made to incline towards Nan-
daungmva, who was accord-
ingly  appointed to succeed
his father, Narapatisithu. It
is a double- storeved temple
surmounted by a  Sikhara
and 1s accessible to scholars
and tourists as i1t is situated
close to the Nvaung-u-Pagan
road. In place of terracotta
tiles, 1t 1s  dcecorated with
picces of sandstone glazed 1In
a green colour. The art of
glazing  carthenware 1s  still
extant, but that of glazing
stone has been lost.  The walls
ar¢e ornamented with mural
writings and frescoes, which
have much weathered. There
are four Buddhas facing the
cardinal points on the ground
Hoor as well as on the upper
storey, which is reached by
two statrcases. On the latter
the corridor ts flanked by two
rows of niches censhrining
stonc sculpturcs, which are
ruder in finish than those In
the Ananda. Nlost of the
niches are, however, empty.
On the walls of the south-
eastern window are the horos-
copes  of certain  personages,
which were inscribed 1n order
to secure them against damage
or loss by fire, rebellion, war
ctc.

An Ordination Hall built in the
13th and repaired in the 17th
century A.D., and is situated
close to the Tilominlo Pagoda.
It is a structure of fine propore
tions enclosed within brick
walls. The roof is ornamented
with a double row of battle-
ments in simulation of wooden
architecture, and its centre is
surmounted by a small slim
pagoda. The arches, on which
the superstructure rest, are
well built, and the fine and
brilliant frescoes covering its
walls and ceiling are in an
excellent state of preservation.

Built, in 1058 A.D. by Anawrata
to house the thirty elephant
loads of Buddhist scriptures in
Pali, which he had brought
away frcm Thatdédn, and
repaired in 1783 A.D. by King
Bodawpava ot the Alaungpaya
dvnasty. It 1s lighted by
pertorated stone windows, and
architecturally it is the only
specimen of its class selected
for conservation. Its chief
peculiarity is its approximate
stitnulation  of  architectural
forms in wood In that it 1s
covered by five multiple roofs
surmounted by a dubika, like
the DMlandalay Palace spire,
and ornamented with peacock-
like finials in plaster carving.

Built, by King Taungthugyi, in
031 A.D., t.c. over a century
before the introduction of the
Southern School of Buddhism
from Thaton. It is the only
Hindu Temple selected for
conservation. As it is dedica-
ted to Vishnu, it is decorated,
on the outside, with stone
figures of the * Ten Avatiras,”
Gotama Buddha being the
ninth,

History

This pagoda 1is situated at

Myinpagan, about 24 miles
to the south of Pagan. It was
constructed by Kyanzittha,
1084-1112 A.D., Indian archt-
tects being employed. This
building is the prototype of the
Ananda Temple and shows
the evolution of the latter.

Built by King Anawrata in the

11th century in order to
expiate the crime of killing his
predecessor and half brother,
Sokkade, in battle. It is of
bulbous form, and is stituated
on the Myinkaba chaung,
which i1s so called because
Sokkade's corpse came float-
ing down the stream together
with his saddle. To the shrine
are thus attached interesting
historical assoctations, and its
peculiar shape bespeaks 1its
freedom from the influences of
the Southern School of Bud-
dhism, which was imported to
Pagan after the conquest of
Thaton. It thus constitutes a
dividing line between the Nor-
thern and Southern Schools of
Buddhism at Pagan.

A cylindrical structure of the
11th century, which 1s most
interesting, both architectu-
rally and  historically. On
the second terrace guarding
the flower-vase at each corner
1s a figure of a lion, whose
features are distinctly Chinese,
while at each corner of the
third terrace the wings of what
looks like a winged dragon
remain., On the bell-shaped
dome, which i1s ornamented
with ogres disgorging chaplets
of pearls, the small figure of a
Buddha of exquisite propor-
tion sits enshrined in a highly
ornamented niche facing each
of the cardinal points. Above
this 1s a foliated capital sur-
mounted by a small stiipa, as in
the case of Singhalese shrines.

Built, in the 11th century A.D.,

by King Kyanzittha. It 1s
square in plan with a portico
or mandapa projecting on the
east face. A stkhara, resting
on three terraces, surmounts
the square basement below,
the walls of which are orna-
mented with frescoes and
plaster carvings, some of
which are still in a very good
state of preservation. The
interior of the building, around
which runs a vaulted corridor
adorned with niches enshrin-
ing images of the Buddha in
stone, I1s lighted by stone
windows on which are Incised
geometrical designs of fine
proport:on.

Built, 1n the 11th century A.D.,

by the Seinnvet Queen in the
form of a temple, surmount-
ed by a sikhira resting on
three terraces. It constitutes
a duad with the adjoining
Seinnvet Nvima (No. 32).

IKNyanzittha, when  he  was

serving under King Saw Lu,
the son and immmediate succes-
sor  of King  Anawrata,
incurred the roval displeasure
and had to flee for his life.
In the course of his flight, he
fell asleep on a spot, the site
ol which is now marked by
the Nagavon  pagoda  (vide
No. 30), the prototype of the
Ananda pagoda, Pagan, and,
according  to  tradition, a
serpent shiclded him with its
hood.

H. L. Tilly writes: *“ The
Salin monasterv was built in
18376 A.D., by the Salin Prin-
cess, and the carving with which
it is adorned is probably the
finest in Burma, and is a good
cxample of work, which has not
been contaminated by European
influence.

This monastery was built in 1885
by Supayalat, Queen of King
Thibaw. Itisa verv fine speci-
men of Burmese architecture,
and for that reason, its conser-
vation was ordered bv l.ord
Curzon 1in December 19o1.

King Bodawpava reigned from
1781 to 1819, 1., for 38 years.
His was the longest reign among
the Kings of the Alaungpaya
dvnasty. He will be remem-
bered in history as the Builder
of the gigantic Mingun Pagoda,
to which he dedicated a huge
bell, which 1s the second largest
in the world. His body was
burnt on the site ot the so-called
‘* tomb,” and the ashes were
placed in a velvet bag and
thrown 1nto the river Irra-

waddy.

Bagvidaw was a grandson of
Bodawpava, being the son and
heir of the Einshemin, who con-
quered Arakan 1n 1784 and
brought away to Amarapura
the  celebrated NMahamunt
image, the palladium of the
Arakanese race.  Baayvidaw was
under the influence of Nanma-
daw Mc¢ Nu, his notorious chief
Qucc and her brother Mintha-
avi Maung O, through whose
int"igues and machinations the
I 1rs§ Anglo-Burmese war broke
out in 1824. He retened from
1819 to 1837. lis body wus

Shwebo Min was the father of
Kings Pagan and Mindén, and
reigned from 1837 to 1846. He
rebelled against his brother,
Bagyidaw, and deposed him.
His body was cremated on the
site of his ‘““tomb’ and the
ashes were thrown into the
river Irrawaddy.

Built in 1840, by the chief Queen
of Shwebo Min and her daugh-
ter. The latter became the
chief Queen of Minddén Min.
The Director-General of Arch-
aeology remarks: ‘‘They are
older than the monasteries at
Mandalay, and the stvle of
their wood-carving is bolder.
Glass panels illustrating scenes
in the Jataka stories, are let into
the doors.”

Bodawpava transferred his capi-
tal from Ava to Amarapura
and built a new palace in 1782.
[ts remains consist of two
masonry buildings, namely, a
Pangon or watch tower and a
Shwedaik or treasury.

Built 1n 1847 A.D. by King
Pagan on the model of the An-
anda Pagoda at Pagan. It 1s
the best preserved of the nume-
rous religious buildings at the
deserted capital of Amarapurs,
and exemplifies a type of archi-
tecture, which though borrowed
from the Indian designs at Pa-
gran, was constructed entirely by
Burmese architects.  The artis-
tic interest of the temple lies in
th¢ numecerous frescoes with
which its four porches are
adorned. Thecy represent reli-
gious buildings, in various styles
of architecture, built or repaired
by Pagan DMin at Sagaing,
Amarapura, Ava, Pakangyi,
Prome, and Rangoon, and the
plancts and the constellations
according to Burmese ideas of
astronomy. The human figures

depict the dresses and customs
of the period.

of the Crown Prince the Sagu
Mintha, the Malun Mintha and
his brother, and the Maingpyin
Mintha who all lost their lives
in the Myingun Rebellion of
1866. It also contains an iron
image of the Buddha cast by
Bodawpaya in 1802, and re-
moved from Amarapura by
Mindén in 1874.

In 1904 Mr. R. Grant-Brown,

I.C.S., who was Superintendent
of Gazetteer Revision, noted as
follows on this monastery:—

““The Taiktaw is one of the finest

monasteries in Mandalay. The
carving on it and the Kyaungs
surrounding it is bolder and be-
longs to an earlier, and to my
mind, a better style than that of
the Golden and Myadaung
monasteries. I think somethir~
should be done to preserve this
fine group of buildings. The
Central Kyaung was the resi-
dence of the Thathanabaing
and the posts were taken from
the Amarapura Palace”. It
was built by King Mindon
in 1859, and was used under
the Burmese regimé as the
official residence of the Thatha-
nahang. Its interior is heavily
gilt.

Built by King Thibaw, in 1881,

after the model of the Kutho-
daw Pagoda at the foot of the
Mandalay Hill. The King is
known in Burmese history as
the ‘‘ Builder of the Man-aung
Yadana Pagoda.” Both its
historical and architectural
interest lies in its being the
shrine built by the last king of
the Burmese race, and in its
constituting the last link in the
long series of religious edifices
marking the sites of the capi-
tals of Burma.

At pages 44 and 45 of Phayre’s
History of Burma, the follow-
ing description is given of the
image :—

“In the year A.D. 146 a king
called Chanda Surya succeeded
to the throne (of Arakan). In
his reign a metal image of
Buddha was cast, and so
famous did it become, that
miraculous powers were attri-
buted to 1t for ages afterwards.
This image was carried away
by the Burmese when they con-
quered Arakan in A.D. 1784.
It is now in a temple to the
north of Amarapura, and is an
object of fervent devotion. It
is probable that in the reign of
Chanda Surya, Buddhism was
more distinctly established than
heretofore, and images of
Buddha may then have been
introduced for the first time.”

Pagoda. corruption of ‘Kyaik-shan-lan’’
the shrine commemorating the
defeat of the Shans or Siamese.
It was built, in 875 A.D., by
Rishi Thagnya or Thila, and
was subsequently enlarced by
P6n-nu-rat, King of Moulmein,
and again, in 1538 A.D. by
Wareru, King of Martaban.
When Tenasserim was ceded
to the British after the first
Anglo-Burmese war of 1824
A.D. this Pagoda was in ruins
and was repaired by U Taw
I.e, an Extra Assistant Com-
missioner, with funds collect-
ed by public subscription. It
measures 152 feet in height
and 377 feet in circumference
at the base.
